Town under blue skies as well as those needs immediately following a disaster and

WHEREAS a list of projects for the County and each municipality within has been identified and

prioritized based on merit without regard to political boundary and included in the Local

Mitigation Strategy and

WHEREAS all of the municipalities within Okaloosa County have agreed to participate in this

Loca1 Mitigation Strategy program which enabled the entire County to pursue mitigation efforts

in a unified manner thus reducing the potential damages and recovery time

NOW THEREFORE BE TI RESOLVED BY THE TOWN COUNCILOF THE TOWN

OF CINCO BAYOU FLORIDA that the Town of Cinco Bayou agrees to accept and adhere to

franchisng authority has actually approved the rate adjustment when in fact it has not It puts you

in the position of receiving complaints when you no ability to exercise any controL Our legal

department has advised ustlat we can remove the name and address of the franchise authority
from future notifications if the City County or Military Facility having jurisdiction approves this

in writing Of coiuse wP will continue to provide 30 days notification to our custon rs regarding

any future rate adjustmnts

Please fmd enclosed a sample letter to assist you in this regard if you choose this corse of action

We need to have this back by January 17 2000 if you electtlis option Otherwise we will

continue to put the name and address of the Town on firture rate adjustment notifications
