REGULAR BUSINESS

1. Minutes - February 9 and February 22, 1995 - Councilwoman
Chamberlain made a motion to approve the minutes of February 9
and February 22, 1995, seconded by Councilman Broxson.
Councilwoman Chamberlain requested item 3 be corrected to state
that she abstained from voting on the motion to adopt due to a
conflict of interest.(A form 8B was completed) Councilman Skelly
requested that item 5 be corrected to state that he abstained
from voting on this item due to a conflict of interest.(A form 8B
was completed) The Town Manager stated the corrections would be
made to the official minutes. The motion to approve the minutes
was unanimously approved.

2. Financial Report - February, 1995 - Councilwoman Chamberlain
made a motion to approve the Financial report of February, 1995,
seconded by Councilman Skelly. The motion was unanimously
approved.

3. Town Security Proposal - Mayor Montague, Town of Shalimar,
gave a brief outline of the Town of Shalimar's Police Department
and their approach to Town security and presented several
suggestions for resolving Cinco Bayou's security concerns. A
discussion followed concerning the Town's security problems. No
action was taken on this item.

4. Tree Committee Planting Proposal and Schedule - Mr. Brun
presented his proposal for Phase 1 of the Tree Project. He stated
he would 1like to get the bids by the March 28 and complete the
project by May 1,1995. Attorney McInnis outlined the Town's
normal bidding process of having the bids opened at a Council
meeting and the decision made by the Council at that time. It was
agreed that the bids would be advertised with a closing date of
April 13 with the planned opening at the April 13 Town Council
meeting. Mr Brun discussed the tree planting proposal for Kidd
Street. The Council expressed concern for protecting the trees
and it was agreed that concrete parking bumpers be placed around
the newly planted trees for protection. Following a lengthy
discussion, Councilman Kendrick made a motion to accept the plans
contingent up the trees being protected, seconded by Councilwoman
Chamberlain. The motion was unanimously approved.

5. Proposed Road/Drainage Projects - Manager Borchik presented a
drawing showing a proposal to close Opp Boulevard at Troy Street.
This is a possible solution to the present traffic problems.
Other alternatives such as speed bumps and planted street islands
were presented. Following a brief discussion concerning these
problems, there was no action on this matter._

NOTE: Councilwoman Chamberlain left at 6:57 P.M.

6. Town Spring Clean-Up - The Town Manager reported that Spring
Clean-Up would be the week of April 17 to April 22. Items are to
be placed curbside on Saturday, April 22, 1995 no later than 9:00
AM to be picked up by Environmental Waste Systems.
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At this time, the Town Manager advised the Council that Mr. Greg
Keith, Serigraphia, 223 Troy Street, had applied for a building
permit to convert storage space on the second floor of his
building to office and working space (Approximately 2,000 square
feet) Councilmembers were given a drawing showing the planned
construction. Councilman Kendrick stated that the drawing did not
present enough information for him to make a decision and
requested additional information be provided before any action
was taken on Mr Keith's permit request. Mr. Keith stated he would
provide the necessary information.

COUNCILMEMBERS REPORTS/COMMENTS

1. Councilman Skelly would like to have a ceremony for the
renaming of "Leyenda Park" to "Win Davis Park" in honor of the
late Win Davis on Mr. Davis's birthday. He also suggested getting
a new sign to replace the o0ld one currently at the Town Hall.
Councilman Skelly made a motion authorizing the Town Manager to
order the sign with the cost not to exceed $1,000.00, seconded by
Councilman Gage. The motion was unanimously approved.

Councilman Skelly stated that the street sign at the ' Opp
Boulevard/Yacht Club Drive intersection was missing. The Town
Manager will order a new one.

2. Councilman Gage commented that it seems like the Fort Walton
Beach Police are patrolling more often in and around Cinco Bayou.
Councilman Gage inquired on the status of the clean-up of the
Nature's Garden property. Manager Borchik informed him he had
again spoken to Mr. Betha and he indicated that it would be
cleaned up next week.

3. Manager Borchik informed the Council that the Kelley's IGA
building was being considered for a possible Bingo Parlor.

At this time Mr. Brun asked to address the Council. It seems Mr.
Brun was unaware that people were parking along Kidd Street in
front of the Cinco Baptist Church and his plans did not include
protection of the trees. After quite a lengthy discussion, Mr.
Brun said he would include wheel stops in his plans. He stated
that he would have the revised plans to the Town Manager on
Monday, March 12, 1995. The advertisement for bids will be placed
with bids to be received and opened at the April 13, 1995 Town
Council meeting.

ORDINANCE NO. 164

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF CINCO BAYOU, FLORIDA, CHANGING
THE NAME OF "LEYENDA PARK" TO "WIN DAVIS PARK" IN HONOR OF
THE LATE COUNCILMAN WINFIELD H. DAVIS.

WHEREAS, the Mayor and the Town Council of the Town of Cinco
Bayou, Florida, believe it is appropriate to honor the late
Councilman Winfield H. Davis for his dedication and service to
the Town of Cinco Bayou, Florida from December, 1979 through
October, 1989, and his continuous efforts to improve and enhance
the quality of life of the citizens of Cinco Bayou.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF
CINCO BAYOU, FLORIDA, THAT:

SECTION 1. The public park presently known as "Leyenda Park" is
renamed "Win Davis Park" in honor of the late
Winfield H. Davis, former Councilman and resident of
the Town of Cinco Bayou

ORDINANCE NO. 165

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF CINCO BAYOU, FLORIDA AMENDING
APPENDIX A, ZONING, SECTION 11, PLANNING AND ZONING BOARD,
PARAGRAPH D, APPLICATION FOR A VARIANCE/SPECIAL EXCEPTION, OF THE
CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE TOWN OF CINCO BAYOU, FLORIDA INCREASING
THE APPLICATION FEE TO §$ 100.00; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY;
REPEALING ORDINANCES INCONSISTENT WITH SAID ORDINANCE; PROVIDING
FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE HEREOF.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF CINCO BAYOU,
FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. Section 11, Paragraph D, Application for a
Variance/Special Exception is amended to read as follows:

"D. Application for a variance/special exception: A request for a
variance or special exception shall be submitted in writing to
the Town Manager/Clerk and be accompanied by the documents,
plans, specifications and other materials necessary to clarify
and support the request and an application fee of one hundred
dollars ($ 100.00). The Town Manager/Clerk shall receive and
forward the request to the Board for consideration."

Section 2. Severability

If any word, sentence, phrase, clause, section or portion of this
ordinance shall be held invalid or unconstitutional by a court of
competent jurisdiction, such portion of words shall be deemed a
separate and independent provision and 'such holding shall not
effect the validity of the remaining portion thereof.

Section 3. Repeal of Conflicting Ordinances and Resolutions.

All ordinances and resolutions of the governing body in conflict
herewith are hereby repealed.

Section 4. Effective Date.

This ‘ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its
adoption.
