this meeting it was determined that the water and sewer proposal
was not tied to the fire protection contract and each should be

treated as separate items Use of fire hydrants would be an item

to consider when addressing fire protection by a fire department
other than Fort Walton Beachs fire department Following a shcrt

discussion Councilman Peek stated that in his motion during
the May 17th meeting he did not intend to tie the water and

sewer proposal to the fire protection contract Councilman Peek

then made a motion to accept the proposal for water and sewer

service made by the City of Fort Walton Beach in their letter

dated April 29 1982 and to recind the motion made on May 17th

Councilman Davis seconded the motion After a short discussion

with the public participation Mayor Usrey called for a vote on

the motion The motion carried on a 4 to 1 vote Councilwoman

Kelley votTng nay

1 Re uest for Commercial Boat Dock License Renewal Mr Johnston

Mayor Usrey called the Council s attention to Mr Johnstons
letter dated June 19 1982 and his request for renewal of his
Commercial Boat Dock License Mr Johnston explained that he

had his dock in operation long before any zoning ordinance had
been adopted by the Town and that he has continued to operate
his dock through the years Presently a shrimp boat is using
his dock Attorney Powell questioned Mr Johnston as to whether
or not he was receiving monetary compensation for the use of
the facility and Mr Johnston indicated that he had recieved no

monetary compensation however at times had received shrimp
for the use of his facilities Mr Powell stated that since no

money was changing hands no business license would be required
Mr Johnston indicated that someday he might like to start

charging for the use of his facilities and therefore would like
a license for its operation The Council discussed the matter
at length and decided to continue the discussion at the next

meeting

2 Outer Continental Shelf Advisorv Committee Aoaointment

Mayor Usrey called the Councils attention to the letter from
the West Florida Regional Planning Council outlining the establishment
of the Continental Shelf Advisory Committee and their request
for the appointment of an elected official from Cinco Bayou
to serve on the committee The possible importance of this
committee was stressed as it would address the impact of offshore
oil operations on the area Mayor would make an appointment
at the next meeting
